There is an inherent limt with MPEG which disallows a subset of the whole video
to be noved out by itself. It is possible to extract only the parts you want to
use, but it requires witing code to go and get certain required overhead

i nformati on fromthe MPEG novie. So, it is possible to nmake a snaller subset of
a larger video, but only if extra code is witten. Wthout witing code, as you
have di scovered, when you copy a sequence froma MPEG video and save it as a
self contained novie, it will be the same size as the original

If you do not make an edited novie self-contained (not flattened), you have a
"chapter nmarker" novie. Since the default save node of Mowvie Player is a
reference file (not a flattened/self contained file), the default novie fornat
is very small since It is only a reference to a location within the full MPEG
novie file.
