Al'so, for text that is a part of a project created on the Macintosh using the
Appl e Media Tool and then conpiled to run on Wndows, are those fonts conpiled
as part of the project, or does the project rely on the Wndows system fonts?
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Wi | e sone peopl e have had probl ens creating ni xed node CD- ROVs, ot her
conpani es have had good success. It depends on how nuch time they are willing
to spend on devel opnent and testing. The npbst conmon reasons for problens is
that the nedia files are in the wong formats or don't conformto the eight
character restriction of DOS. A good exanple of a nixed-node disc is the
"Forever Growi ng Garden" devel oped by a conpany called Arborescence |located in
San Franci sco. The CDis distributed by Media Vision.

Regardi ng the fonts question

As with nost font handling for all applications, if you don't have the
corresponding font on the PC, a default font will be used instead. You can use
the PC version of StyleEdit (STYLED T.EXE) to | ook at your text on the PC and
find a close match if you don't have the corresponding font. Another alternative
woul d be to create a picture, and font substitution won't be an issue.
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
