BEFORE YOQU START

You need a Flipbook nmedia item Flipbook nmedia itens are pictures whose contents
have been divided into equal -sized areas, known as franes. The franmes can be
arranged in one or nore rows, but all rows nust be the same hight. Each row can
be divided into multiple colums, all of which nust be the sanme wi dth.

HOWTO SET I T UP

Open your project and add your Flipbook nedia itemto the nmedia |ist.

Cick and hold on the Flipbook nedia itemuntil a pop-up nmenu appears.

Doubl e-click on the Flipbook nmedia itemin the nedia list to display its
par anet ers.



Set the nunmber of frames, columms, and rows by adjusting the values in the
appropriate fields.

Set the columm width and row hei ght by adjusting the values in the
appropriate fields. dick "OK" when finished.

Add your Flipbook nedia itemto a screen.

Doubl e-click the Flipbook object in the object list to display its
par anet ers.

Set the columm width and row hei ght by adjusting the values in the
appropriate fields. Use the sane val ues specified earlier.

Specify the rhythm of the Flipbook.

It's inportant to note that changing the rhythm of a Flipbook changes the way
that Apple Media Tool counts the frame nunbers for that Flipbook.

If a rhythmof two is specified, each frane is displayed twice. As a

result, the first two franmes di splayed are the sane inmage. The next two frames
di spl ayed are the next image, and so on. If a rhythmof ten is specified, the
franes 0 to 9 display the first inmage fromthe Flipbook nedia object, frames 10
to 19 display the second image fromthe Flipbook medi a object, and so on.

If you want to tell Apple Media Tool to go to a specific frane, you need to
adj ust the franme nunmber you specify by multiplying it by the rhythm If you use
a Flipbook media object with 3 franes, you would have the follow ng results:
