In AMI 2.x, each screen could have a custom palette. Apple Mdia Tool uses the
palette of the nedia object that is the farthest back position on the screen
This is the first itemin the list in the objects m niw ndow.

Here are the steps to creating a custom palette:

Create your nedia object with custompalette in the graphics application of your
choi ce.

Pl ace a nmedia object with the custompalette in the farthest back position. |If
your image needs to be in the foreground, create another object with the sane
palette, and place it in the farthest position. You can set the dinmensions of
this object to "0,0" if you do not want the object visible.

Sel ect the option "use custom palettes” in Runtine Setup Preferences.
Custom pal ettes are only used when the application is saved as a runti ne object,
and not as an Apple Media Tool project.
