To do this, create a
new fol der on your hard drive and copy the Wacky Jacks application into
that folder. Then, create aliases of all other Wacky Jacks fol ders and
copy theminto the new folder. Finally, click the Wacky Jacks icon, choose
Get Info fromthe File Menu, then change the M ninum and Preferred nenory
size to 2300K

3) Renpve Sound Manager 3.0 and use the System 7.x sound resources instead.
Sound Manager 3.0 offers superior sound quality, but uses slightly nore
nenory.

4) Ensure that you have the volume turned up in your Sound Control Panel
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
