SETUP FOR COVB AND COW4

I f you connect the QuickTake canera to COVB or COWA and experience
conmuni cati on probl ens, you need to check the Wndows Ports control pane
settings. (The Control Panel group is located in the Main w ndow.)

1. Open the Wndows Ports control panel
2. Select COM3 or COM. (Repeat this process for both COM ports.)
3. dick the Settings button
4. In the dialog box that appears, click the Advanced button
5. In the Advanced Settings dial og box, nake sure the settings are:
- cow  3F8 | R4
- Ccow  2F8 | R@B
- Ccov8  3E8 | R4
. - Ccow  2E8 | R@
6. dick XK

If you changed the settings, you nust restart Wndows for the new settings to
take effect. Wen you click OK, a nessage |lets you choose to restart now or
delay the restart.

If you are using several serial devices with your conputer, nake sure that the
[ine | RQShari ng=ON exists in the [386enh] section of the SYSTEMIN file.

Consult the nanual that conmes with your conputer (or card) if the above settings
do not work



PI CT QU CKTAKE(. QTK) FI LE FORMAT

The PI CT Qui ckTake(.QIK) is not the Macintosh standard PICT(.PIC) file fornat.
You will not be able to open Qui ckTake(.QTK) inages with PICT(.PIC) supported
applications. Qur reconendation is to save it in JPEG or TIFF fornmat to
transfer inmages to other applications.

To transfer QuickTake images froma Macintosh to a Wndows conputer:

3. Copy the Macintosh QuickTake files to the disk, and nove themto
your comnputer.

You can only transfer inmages that are in PICT QuickTake or TIFF fornat.

3. Copy the QuickTake files to the disk, and nove themto the
Maci nt osh.

NOTE:

You can transfer PICT QuickTake inages (with the QIK extension). Next, so you
can open the inages on the Macintosh, you need to assign the file type:

4. (Open the PC Exchange control panel on the Macintosh.

5. In the dialog box that appears, click Add.

6. In the "DOS Suffix" box, type .QIK

7. In the scrollable list, find TeachText, SinpleText, or your favorite
. i mge editing application and select it.

8. Choose PICT fromthe "Docunent Type" pop-up menu.

9. dick OK The first PC Exchange dial og box reappears, and the QK
file type has been assigned to the selected application as a PICT
file type. Now you can open and view the files in any Mcintosh
application that reads PICT. In addition, if you open an inage in
t he Qui ckTake application, you can save it in the other file formats
avai | abl e on the Macintosh (PICT, JPEG and TIFF).

NOTE:
If you are transferring Macintosh files to a Wndows conputer on a



network, only transfer inmages that are in PICT QuickTake or TIFF fornmat.
If you are transferring Wndows files to a Macintosh on a network, only
transfer inmages with the QIK extension
