The QuickTine 1.6.1 software consists of

- t he Qui ckTi ne system software extension
- a new version of the Macintosh Scrapbook
- a Scrapbook file with a sanple novie

The Qui ckTi ne system software extension adds capabilities that |et your
application progranms integrate graphics, sound, video, and animtion into
docunents. By providing a standard way for all Macintosh programs to contro
these nultinmedia el enents, QuickTime nakes them easier to use.

In the new Scrapbook, you can cut, copy, paste, and play QuickTine novies.
Larger images will also shrink to fit so that you can see the entire inmage in
t he Scrapbook wi ndow. This Scrapbook is otherw se identical to the standard
Maci nt osh Scrapbook.

I f you obtained QuickTinme by purchasing it separately, by ordering it over the
phone, or by downloading it froman electronic nail system followthe
instructions belowto install the QuickTi ne extension and the new Scrapbook.

I f QuickTime was already installed on your hard di sk when you bought your
conputer, skip ahead to the section "Installing the Scrapbook."

I NSTALLI NG QUI CKTI ME
To install QuickTine:

1. If you received a floppy disk |abeled "QuickTinme," insert it into your
conputer and open it. If you downl oaded Qui ckTine electronically, make sure the
Qui ckTine files you downl oaded are visible.

2. Drag the QuickTime and Scrapbook icons fromthe QuickTinme disk to your System
Fol der icon (not into the open folder).

3. dick &K in the dialog box that appears.

4. Restart your Macintosh.

I NSTALLI NG THE SCRAPBOOK

Before you install the new Scrapbook file:



Installing the new Scrapbook File in your System Folder will delete your current
Scrapbook File. If you have stored any items in your current Scrapbook that you
want to keep, drag the Scrapbook File fromyour System Fol der to any ot her
folder. This prevents the file from being del eted when you install the new
Scrapbook File. (To open the old Scrapbook File in the future, you'll need to
nove the new one out of your System Fol der and nove the old one back in.)

To install the new Scrapbook File:

1. Find the folder called Replacenent Scrapbook File. (If QuickTine was al ready
installed on your conputer, this folder is on your conputer's hard disk. If you
obt ai ned Qui ckTinme separately, this folder is on the QuickTine disk.)

2. Drag the contents of the Repl acenent Scrapbook File folder to your System
Fol der i con.

3. If you haven’'t nmpoved your old Scrapbook File out of the System Fol der, a
nmessage asks you whether you want to replace it. dick OKto replace your old
Scrapbook File.

To use the new Scrapbook File:

1. Choose Scrapbook fromthe Apple menu.
2. When a picture appears in the Scrapbook wi ndow, use the buttons in the novie
control bar, to play the novie.

You can use standard Cut, Copy, and Paste commands to copy novies to and from

t he Scrapbook. To copy a novie fromthe Scrapbook to a docunment, you need to use
a programthat supports QuickTime novies. |If the program doesn’t support novies,
only a single PICT image is pasted into the docunment (the first frame of the
novi e segnment in the Scrapbook).

Smal l er Size

The QuickTine 1.6.1 system extension takes up only about 20K of nenory when it
is not in use.

Converting Audio Tracks to Mvies

You can convert tracks from audi o conpact discs into novies and add the sound to
your own novies. To convert an audio track, you must be using a programthat can
pl ay QuickTi me novies, and you nust have an Appl eCD 300 or 300i CD-ROM drive
connected to your Macintosh. Follow these steps:

1. Insert an audio CD into your conputer's CD-ROM drive

2. In the programyou are using, choose Open fromthe File nenu.

3. Cick Desktop, then double-click Audio CD

4. dick the nane of the audio track you want to convert to a novie.

5. dick Convert.



6. Type a nane for the new novie, and choose a place to save it.
To choose additional settings or to trimthe length of the novie, click

Opt i ons.

7. When you are ready to convert the novie, click Save.
The audi o track is saved as a Qui ckTi ne novie. You can now copy and paste sound
fromit into other novies.

Maci nt osh Easy Open Support

Qui ckTinme 1.6.1 supports the Maci ntosh Easy Open system extension. You can use
this extension to translate sound and image files froma variety of formats into
Qui ckTine formats--just by doubl e-clicking them

Col or Sync Support

Qui ckTinme 1.6.1 supports Col orSync. You can use the Col orSync control panel to
obt ain accurate color in your conpressed still-imge files, for all the devices
connected to your Macintosh.

| mproved Grayscal e
Qui ckTine 1.6.1 now supports 4-bit grayscale dithering, providing a w der range
of shades of gray.

Snoot her Text
You can now have snpot her-1ooking (anti-aliased) text in the text track of
novi es.

Ci nepak Conpressi on- Deconpressi on Software
The Appl e Conpact Vi deo conpressi on-deconpressi on software is now cal |l ed
Ci nepak. The features and functionality of the software have not changed.

USI NG THE QUI CKTI ME EXTENSI ON

You do not interact directly with the QuickTine extension. It works behind the
scenes as part of your system software, providing new features to the
application progranms that support QuickTine. The specific features of QuickTi ne
that you use and how they are presented depend on the programs you use.

TO LEARN EVEN MCRE

The best way to get started with QuickTine is to purchase the QuickTine Starter
Kit from Apple Computer. This kit contains four prograns wi th which you can play
and edit QuickTime nmovies, convert existing files to novies, record video or
audio movies (with digitizing hardware), and conpress still photos. The kit al so
includes a CO-ROM disc filled with exanpl es of QuickTine video, animation, and
phot os, and a catal og of products that work wi th Qui ckTi ne.
