I am having problems playing back 8-bit (256 color) QuickTime movies with
QuickTime 2.0 using Millions of colors (24-bit). All of the QuickTime movies
were created using QuickTime 1.5 or 1.6. If I switch back to QuickTime 1.6, the
movies play back properly. I have installed the Apple Multimedia Tuner, but this
did not help.

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

There is a known problem with QuickTime 2.0 and Power Macintosh computers using
24-bit display depths when playing back 8-bit movies.

This problem has been fixed in QuickTime 2.1, you need to use QuickTime 2.1 to
correctly play 8-bit movies on a 24-bit display.
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
