However,
now the input window shows everything with a pink tint. How can I get rid of the
tint?

DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

If the preference file gets corrupted, you get the unexpected tint. To correct
this, open your Preference folder, inside your System folder, and throw away the
Apple Video Player Pref file.

The next time you open the Apple Video Player a new preference file is created
and Apple Video Player displays the proper tint.
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
