If the directory is missing, re-create the directory and
replace the directories files from your system backups.

1) Enter the command: mkdir /etc/uninstall.d

2) Enter the command: chmod 755 /etc/uninstall.d

3) Enter the command: chown bin /etc/uninstall.d

4) Enter the command: chgrp bin /etc/uninstall.d

5) Replace the files from your system backups or A/UX distribution disk.
