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When the Apple Video Player and Apple FM Radio are both open, you will only hear
the audio fromthe radio even when the TV is the foreground process.
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You can watch TV and listen to the radio at the sane tinme, but the radio sound
t akes precedence. To hear the TV, make sure you have quit the Apple FM Radio
application. To do so, click the FM Radi o wi ndow to make it active, then choose
Qit fromthe File nmenu.

NOTE: The radi o sound doesn't work if Video or S-Video is selected in the
Appl e Video Player application (even if that application isn't currently open).
Open the Apple Video Player application and choose Show Controls fromthe

W ndows nenu. Cick the video screen icon (the second button down on the left).
Choose TV as your video source. You can then quit the Apple Video Pl ayer
application. Now when you open the Apple FM Radi o application, you will hear
radi o.
