Drive Setup

You use the Drive Setup programto update your disk driver or to reinitialize a
di sk. When you do this,

all the contents of your hard disk are erased.

To update the disk driver with Drive Setup, follow these steps:

protection software you may be using.



1. OQpen the Drive Setup program
2. dick the disk whose driver you want to update.
3. Choose Update Driver fromthe Functions nenu.

Important: If the Update Driver conmmand is dinmed, or if the disk nane never
appears when you

click Drive, the problemdisk is either not supported, or it is previously has
been updated with a

non- Apple utility.

After installing Mac OS 8, you cannot use the obsolete Apple HD SC Setup utility
toinitialize your
hard di sk. Use the Drive Setup program supplied with Mac OS 8 i nstead.

Di sk not supported

If the disk is not supported, check the instructions that cane with your
conputer or disk to see if the

manuf acturer includes or reconmmends a disk utility, and use that utility to
update the driver. To

ensure a successful update, obtain the |latest version of the utility. If you
have an lonega Zip or Jaz

drive, updated driver software is provided on the Mac OS 8 CD, in the CD Extras
fol der.

Di sk updated with non-Apple utility

If you have updated or formatted the disk with a non-Apple utility, you will
need to use that utility again

to performthe update. To ensure a successful update, obtain the |latest version
of the utility.

SinpleText is a text editing programthat you can use to create, edit, and view



documents. It can al so

pl ay Qui ckTi nme novies, display QuickDraw 3D objects, and speak text al oud. Many
