Quick start for Apple Location Manager

To assure that Apple Location Manager recognizes all the nodules you can add to
| ocations, follow

these steps the first tine you use the Location Manager control panel

1. Before you open the Location Manager control panel, open and close the
Ext ensi ons Manager
control panel

2. Open both AppleTalk and TCP/IP control panels and create a new configuration
in each control

panel . (Save the configuration with a name other than Default.) For

i nstructions, see "How do |

change Appl eTal k settings all at once?" in the Networks section of Mac OS Cui de.

3. Open the Location Manager control panel and create the locations you want to
use.

Narme to avoid when naming a | ocation

To avoid confusion, do not use the nane "None (off)" for a | ocation you create
wi th Apple Location

Manager. This is the phrase you use to turn off Location Manager or to sel ect



none of the existing
| ocations in the control panel's pop-up menu.

Setting a startup | ocation

Appl e Location Manager only changes system settings when you tell it to; it does
not automatically

change settings at startup (although you can use Preferences in the Edit nmenu to
have t he program

pronpt you to change settings). If you want Apple Location Manager to switch to
a specific location

each tine the conputer starts up, you can create an AppleScript script that
performs that task. Put

the script in the Startup Itenms folder and the location you want will be set at
startup. Open the

| ocation you want to use at startup, then create the script below Using the
Script Editor application,

type the follow ng |ines:

tell application "Finder"
open file ((control panels folder as string) & "Location Manager")

tell application "Location Manager"

set current location to |ocation "snd"

end tel
end tel

Copy the script above exactly and substitute the nane of your location for
"snd;" for instance, type

Sanple if you want the Sanple |location to be used each tinme you start up. Wen
finished typing the

script, launch Locati on Manager and then conpile the script.

Using Auto-QOpen Itemto open folders or nount servers

You can set Apple Location Manager to open one or nore itens automatically when
a |l ocation

beconmes active. These itenms can be docunents or prograns. To open a folder or
nount a server,

you nust first create an alias to the item then choose that alias when addi ng
Auto-Open Itemto a

| ocation. (You create an alias by selecting the item and choosi ng Make Ali as
fromthe File nenu.)

Def erred swi tches when switching at startup

If you switch | ocations as the conputer is starting up, Apple Location Manager
may defer changi ng

sonme settings such as sound | evel or auto-opening a docunent, until the
conputer's startup

procedure is conplete. Usually you will see a nessage reporting that the switch
to the new settings



i s being deferred.

If you switch | ocations during startup and then switch again before continui ng
with the startup

process, the deferred settings will only occur for the |last |ocation chosen. If
there were deferred

settings in the first location, they will be skipped.

Installing Apple Locati on Manager

Al ways use the installer programto install Apple Location Manager. The software
may not work

correctly if you try to copy or drag it to the System Folder. (You install Apple
Locati on Manager by

locating its folder in the Install Applications folder on the CD that cane with
your conputer and

doubl e-clicking the install docunent.)

Usi ng existing |ocations on a different conputer

You can export and inport |ocations you create with Apple Location Manager. To
use a location on a

di fferent conputer, follow these steps:

1. Export the location you want to use on the other conputer. (To export a

| ocation, select it in the

Locati on Manager control panel, choose Export Location... in the File nenu, and
specify where to

save the exported | ocation.)

2. Install Apple Location Manager on the other conmputer, using the installer
program

3. Open Apple Location Manager and inport the |ocation you exported previously.
(You inport a

| ocation by choosing Inport Location... fromthe File nenu and selecting the
| ocation file you want to
use.)

I mporting may not install all software

I mporting a location from anot her conputer does not guarantee that all the
software required to use

the location is installed. (Apple Location Manager does not install software.)
For exanple, you may

import a location that specifies LaserWiter 300 as the default printer, but the
| ocati on cannot switch

to that printer unless you have the printer's driver software installed.
Therefore, it is a good idea to

check all the settings in a location you inport to verify that they are
avai | abl e on the new conputer.

Sel ecting and setting up a LaserWiter

If you inport any l|location that includes settings for a LaserWiter as the
default printer, you nust

resel ect and set up the printer in the Chooser. (Qherw se the |ocation you



inmported will use the

generic printer information for your LaserWiter instead of the specific
information for the nodel

identified in the original location.) You select and set up a LaserWiter by:

1. opening the Chooser

2. selecting the LaserWiter icon

3. selecting the printer's nane

4. clicking the Setup button

5. clicking Auto Setup. When the printer's nodel nane appears, click K

Not e: your conputer nust be connected to the network the printer is on to update
the LaserWiter
correctly.

Inconpatibility with At Ease's Protect System Fol der option

If you are using At Ease on your conputer and you establish |ocations for Apple
Locati on Manager,

you may see an error nessage when a nodul e for Location Manager interacts with

part of the

system software to which access has been restricted by At Ease. You may need to
turn off the

Protect System Fol der option so that Locati on Manager operates correctly.
