Synchroni zed files created with Newton Connection 1.0 are inconpatible with
Newt on Connection 2.0 and vice-versa. This means you cannot use New on
Connection 2.0 to synchronize or restore froma Newon Connection 1.0 file.
Ther ef ore, BEFORE usi ng Newt on Connection 2.0, performthe follow ng steps:
1. Launch Newt on Connection 1.0.
2. Synchronize. This makes sure your Newton (and PCMCI A card if
applicable) contains all the information you may have added to the 1.0
synchroni ze file since the |last synchronization.
3. Quit Newton Connection 1.0 and delete or renane (see NOTE) the 1.0
synchroni zation file. This ensures that Newton Connection 2.0 does not
try to use the 1.0 file when synchroni zi ng.

4. 1f you have not already done so, install Newton Connection 2.0.

5. Launch Newton Connection 2.0 and synchroni ze. This creates a new 2.0
synchroni zation file with the data currently in your New on.

NOTE: Once you are confortable using the new version, we suggest you delete the
old 1.0 files. If you do decide to keep any 1.0 files around, please keep a copy
of Newton Connection 1.0 around. |If you accidentally restore a 1.0 file using
Newt on Connection 2.0, you will see a -48025 error when you try to synchroni ze.
Performthe followi ng steps to correct this problem

1. Quit Newton Connection 2.0.

2. Launch Newt on Connection 1.0.

3. Using Newton Connection 1.0, restore the 1.0 synchronize file onto

4. Quit Newton Connection 1.0.
5. Delete the old 2.0 synchronize files.
6. Launch Newt on Connection 2.0.
7. Synchroni ze using Newton Connection 2.0.
Everything is now ready to go.
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
