Congratul ati ons on purchasi ng Newton Press. The Newton Press application enables
you to quickly and easily transfer information fromyour desktop conputer to
your Newton personal digital assistant (PDA). Newton Press provides a fast,
conveni ent means of produci ng el ectronic docurments that anyone with a Newton PDA
can read.

Installing Newton Press

Foll ow the instructions for installing the application provided in Chapter 1,
"Getting Started" in the Newton Press User's Quide. Be sure to turn off any
virus-detection software and system extensions before installing the software,



as explained in the instructions. |If you experience problens installing, see the
Newt on Press User's Quide in Chapter 9, "Troubl eshooting," or the
troubl eshooting section at the end of this docunent.

ot aining a serial cable or Local Tal k connector box

You can connect a Newton PDA directly to your conputer using a serial cable, or
you can connect it to your AppleTal k network using a Local Tal k connecti on box.

If you already have a serial cable that you use to connect your New on PDA and
conputer, you can continue to use that cable.

If you do not have a cable or adapter, you can purchase one from your | oca
deal er or from Apple. Call 1-800-211-1537 (US and Canadi an custoners only) or
contact your dealer for nmore information. In Australia, call Apple Software
Upgrades at 1-800-631-125 or send a fax to 02-452-8204.

Usi ng Newt on Press Cuide

To easily famliarize yourself with Newton Press, be sure to use the Newt on
Press Guide. The Newton Press Cuide provides on-line help that can answer nost
conmon questions about the application

Wth Newton Press running, press Conmmand-Shift-? or choose Newton Press Cuide
fromthe Hel p nenu. The Newton Press Guide lists topics you can choose. These
topi cs provide step-by-step instructions for conpleting many Newton Press

t asks.

Setting up Newton Press

Before you can install a Newton book created on your conputer to a Newton PDA
you mnmust set preferences that indicate how you have connected your Newton PDA to
your comnputer. You can not transfer information to the Newton PDA unless you

i ndi cate how t he conmputer and Newton PDA are connected.

e If you are using a Local Tal k connection, choose Preferences fromthe Edit menu
and sel ect Connect via Network.

« If you are using a serial cable connected to your conputer's printer or nodem
port, choose Preferences fromthe Edit nenu, choose Connect via Serial, and
choose the port to which you have connected your serial cable.

These connection instructions are included in the installation procedure in the
Newt on Press User's Quide in Chapter 1, "Getting Started."

I ncreasing the anount of nenory avail able to Newton Press

The Newton Press application is preset to create docunents up to 500K in size.

If you need to create | arger docunents, you can increase the anount of nenory
all ocated to the application.



Choose Quit fromthe File nenu to close Newton Press, if it is open.
In the Finder, click the Newton Press application icon.

Choose Get Info fromthe File nenu. The Get Info wi ndow appears.
Type a larger nunber in the "Preferred size" box.

Cick the close box to close the w ndow.

Doubl e-click the Newton Press icon to open the application.
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Usi ng sanpl e Newt on books and tenpl ates

When you install the Newton Press software, you'll find a Sanples folder on your
desktop. This folder contains sanples of Newton books for you to try.

Stationary docunents for several word processors are also provided for you to
use as tenplates. These tenplates are docunents formatted to approxi mate the
mar gi ns of Newton Press books. You can open a tenplate and then add and for nat
i nformati on before adding it to Newton Press. This allows you to take advantage
of the word-processing application's advanced features for editing, formatting,
spel | - checki ng, etc.

Note: Some tenplate fornmatting does not match the format of a Newton book
exactly because of the unique text handling characteristics used by Newton PDAs.
These tenplates do not provide a good formatting guideline when you use a header
in your Newton book.

You can erase the sanple Newton books and tenplate files fromyour hard disk
when you no | onger want them

Formatting a docunment before adding it to Newton Press

Sonetimes it is easier to format a docunment in the application that originally
created it, before adding it to a Newton book. For exanple, you may want to
change tables or graphics to suit the size of a Newton PDA screen. Although
Newt on PDAs may have screens of differing sizes, nbst screens are approxi mately
3.25 inches high by 2.75 inches wide. Try setting up your docunents to fit

wi thin these di mensions.

Using translators

Wien you add docunents to Newton Press, Newton Press uses XTND translators to
read different file formats. The Newton Press software includes translators to
read the following file formats:

The translators are in the Claris folder in the System Folder. Qher translators
are available fromddaris or third parties.

At the time of this release, there is no translator for CarisWwrks. To inport a
ClarisWrks file, use darisWrks to save the docunent in a file fornat that
Newt on Press can read.

If you do not have a translator for a specific file format, you will see an
error message when you try to add the file to Newon Press or when you drag and
drop a file on Newton Press to create a book automatically. If you see an error
nessage, check the original application to see whether you can save your
docunment in a file format that Newton Press can read

Newt on Press can read Mcrosoft Wrd files that have an CLE conponent only if
you have the OLE extension installed on your conputer. The COLE extension is
automatically installed by the | atest version of Mcrosoft Wrd.

If a particular translator does not seemto be translating i nformation
correctly, try saving your docunment in a different file fornat.

Addi ng a spreadsheet to a Newton book

You cannot add spreadsheets directly to Newton Press. However, you can add
spreadsheet information in either of two ways:

 Convert the spreadsheet to a tab-delimted text format that Newton Press can
read. Converting a spreadsheet this way works best for small spreadsheets that
do not have nore than several columms of information

e Convert the spreadsheet to a picture and inport the picture into Newton Press.
For exanple, capture an imge of the spreadsheet using a screen-capture
application, or transfer the spreadsheet into a graphics application and save it
as a graphic. Converting a spreadsheet into a graphic enables you to add i nages
of larger spreadsheets to Newton Press which can then be scrolled on a Newton
PDA screen. However, this graphic nethod of conversion nay create |large files.

Tip: If you use Mcrosoft Excel, you can use a shortcut to copy spreadsheet
information as a picture. Select the informati on you want in your spreadsheet,
then hold down Shift as you open the Edit nenu. Choose Copy Picture fromthe
Edit nenu. A picture of your information is placed on the dipboard, and you can
then paste it into Newton Press.

Tr oubl eshoot i ng



Wen | try to use the Redo conmand under the Edit nenu, it is always grayed
out .

e This feature has not been inplenented in this version of Newton Press.

Wien | try to install Newton Press, the installer reports a disk error and
refuses to proceed.

* You may have a damaged file on your hard disk that the installer can not
overwite. Choose the Customlnstall option and install each conmponent
separately. This will help you to isolate the danaged file. Change the file nane
to a different file nane and install Newton Press again.

| have connected nmy cable to the printer port and selected ny printer port as ny
connection type in Preferences, but | can't install packages on ny Newton PDA.

e If you select the printer port for a serial connection in your Newton Press
preferences, you cannot use Local Talk and nust turn it off in the Chooser by
maki ng Appl eTal k inactive. Note that this does not apply if you are using

Et her Tal k for your networKk.

| copied a graphic to nmy Cipboard, but |I do not see it.

e If you open the dipboard wi ndow and copy a graphic, the graphic nay not
i medi ately appear on the Cipboard. To see the graphic, close the w ndow and
reopen it. The graphic will appear.

When | switch conputers and use Newton Press, the drag and drop features seemto
work differently.

e Different versions of the MacOS support the drag and drop feature differently.
You can drag and drop one or nore files directly onto the application icon using
any version of the MacOS. On conputers running MacCS version 7.5 or later, you
can also drag and drop files onto the open Newton Press wi ndow. Wth versions
of the MacOS before 7.5, you cannot drag and drop files onto the Newton Press

wi ndow.

On computers with MacOS version 7.5 or later, you can drag and drop text or
graphi c i mages onto your desktop from desk accessories or applications like the
Scrapbook or Notepad. Such files are called clippings. You cannot add cli ppings
to Newton Press by draggi ng and dropping themon the Newton Press icon or Newt on
Press wi ndow.

I have a Newton PDA that has the Newton Operating System 1.x, and ny package
icons don't |ook |ike packages on my conputer desktop.

* Your packages appear as generic docunents, instead of package icons. The
appear ance of your package icons nakes no difference in the way Newton Press

wor ks. You can performall Newton Press functions.

| added pictures to my Newton Press docunment, but they don't appear when | view



t he book on nmy Newton PDA

e If there is not enough system nenory avail able in your Newton PDA, |arge
pi ctures may not appear in your Newton book. You may need to reduce the size of
the picture for it to appear on all Newton PDAs.

"' mrunning both Newton Press and Newton Backup Uility and I can't instal
packages from Newt on Press.

* Wiile Newton Backup Utility is running, Newton Press will not be able to
install packages. Quit Newton Backup Utility or use it to install your package.

| clicked STOP while a file was being added but the file was added anyway.

e There may be tines when clicking on the STOP button does not stop the file
from bei ng added. This may happen either at the very beginning of the add or at
the very end.

Wien | try to add a border around a group of text, multiple borders appear
around the selected text.

 This may happen when editing around a graphic on a page. To fix this, select
all the text and turn the border off. Join the text into one paragraph, turn a
border on for the paragraph and then break up the individual lines.

My graphic is inverted but | can't turn it back to normal. Also, the graphic
isn'"t inverted when it gets to ny Newton PDA

* Newt on PDAs cannot currently display inverted graphics. It is possible to
invert a graphic in Newton Press by selecting some text and a graphic and
choosing "lInvert" fromthe nmenu. Selecting a graphic by itself will not enable
the invert function. Likew se, selecting an inverted graphic by itself will not
all ow you to disable the invert function. To turn the graphic back, you nust

sel ect sone text in front of the graphic along with the graphic, invert the text
and graphic and repeat the process one nore tine.

When | tap the overview button on my Newton PDA, it freezes and | have to reset
my Newt on.

e It is possible to nake a Table of Content entry that is a second |evel entry
without a first level entry. The way to do this is to make the second entry a
sub-topic and then delete the text associated with the first topic. A book with
this type of Table of Contents will not function properly on a Newton PDA with
Newton 2.0 OS. The way to fix this is to make the first entry a level-1 topic
before you create the book.
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
