These updates can be system
enhancenents or bug fixes. Systemupdates can be factory-installed or

downl oaded and installed by end-users. Mst updates use between 8 and 16K of
RAM

To determine if a update is |oaded, check the ROMversion in the Startup
screen or the Preferences screen. The last digit follow ng the ROM version
denote the nunber of the systemupdate that is installed. For exanple, 1.02
woul d mean ROM version 1.0 with update 2. |If the last digit is O, no updates
are install ed.

RAM based updates are kept alive by the lithiumbackup battery. 1In the

speci al energency shutdown state, the update can be kept intact for about 26
years. To achieve this state, run your Newton with the backup battery in, no
primary battery installed and the Power Adapter plugged in. Wen you renove
the Power Adapter with the unit on, Newton will shutdown virtually everything
i ncl udi ng the systemclock. RAM and RAM based system updates are

mai nt ai ned, however.

If you restore data to your Newon froma backup, the systemupdate will
remai n intact.

You can erase the system updates by renoving all batteries and all power from
your Newton for over 10 m nutes
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
