e Metric/U S. Conversion - This fornmula converts fromMetric to U.S. or US.
to Metric neasurenents. Enter the neasurenment you know on one side of the
chart and the converted value will appear on the other side.

* Currency Exchange - This fornula converts fromone currency to another
given a particular exchange rate. Tap the button next to the nunber you
want Newton to calculate and fill in the nunbers that you know. Newton will
cal cul ate the desired val ue.

* Loan Paynment - This fornula gives information on |oans paid back nonthly
with a constant interest rate. Tap the button next to the number you
want Newton to calculate and fill in the nunmbers that you know. Newton will
cal cul ate the desired val ue.

* Net Present Value - This fornula answers questions about periodic interest
and paynents. Tap the button next to the nunmber you
want Newton to calculate and fill in the nunmbers that you know. Newton will
cal cul ate the desired val ue.
