Newton: How to Insert Storage/Application Cards (10/94)
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This article describes howto insert storage or application cards into your
Newt on.
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Your Newton has a card slot which can accombdate a PCMCI A type I1-standard
card. This card can be either a storage card, which provides extra nenory and
user space or an application card, which provides software prograns and nore
f eat ures.

Here's how to insert a storage or application card into your New on:
1) Turn off your New on.

2) Lift up the latch on the front left side of the Newton. Slide and
rel ease the | ever underneath this | atch.

3) Renpve the currently installed card fromthe slot on the front of the
Newt on. If you have never put a card into your Newton, you will find a
dunmmy plastic card which occupies the card slot. Keep this card and
put it back in the card slot when you do not have a real card.

4) Insert your storage/application card with the arrow on top pointing
toward your Newton. Push the card all the way in until you hear a
click.

5) Push the latch back down. The storage/application card is now
installed in your Newt on.

NOTE: You should never use or store your Newton with an enpty card slot. After
you eject a card, be sure to insert a storage/application card or the protective
plastic card that cane with your New on.
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
