To determ ne how nmuch nenory you have renai ning, Check the "user data" in the
Menory area in the Preferences nenu area. |If you fill up Newton's avail able
menory, you cannot wite anything new in Newton until you delete sone of the
old information, or install a storage card.

It is also best to store information as interpreted text. Text-only notes
take an average of 0.2K each, and the average Nanes card takes about 0.4K

Handwiting that is not converted uses a third again as many bytes.

Anot her suggestion is to renmove software applications that you rarely use and
only reinstall themwhen you need to.

To renmove software applications:

1) Insert a storage card to copy the software onto.

2) Tap the Extras button, then tap Prefs.

4) Tap Menory.

5) Tap Renove Software and follow the instructions on the screen
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
