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This article explains the functions of Newon's various on-screen keyboards.
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Newt on uses several keyboards to allow you to enter infornation that New on
can't interpret through your handwriting, or words that you have not added to

your Personal Word List.

Sonme Newton users may find it easier to use the keyboards to enter information
such as dates, tines, phone nunbers, abbreviations or acronymns.

There are six keyboards on Newton: a standard keyboard, a correction keyboard,
your Personal Word List keyboard, a phone number keyboard, a tine keyboard,
and a cal cul ator.

Fi ndi ng the Ri ght Keyboard

You may access the standard, phone nunber, tine, and cal cul ator keyboards by
tappi ng the keyboard icon at the bottomof Newton's screen in the Notepad. To
| ook through the avail abl e keyboards, keep tapping the keyboard icon

If you only want the standard keyboard, you may also tap the Extras button
then tap the keyboard icon there.

For the correction keyboard, double-tap the word you want corrected.
There are two ways to access the Personal Wrd List keyboard:

1) Tap the Extras drawer.

2) Tap Preferences.

3) Tap Recogni zers.

4) Tap the button marked "Review nmy word list."

O you may find the Personal Word List by opening the standard or correction
keyboard and tapping the book icon in the bottom|eft corner of the keyboard.



How to Wite Using the Keyboards

e On the standard, phone, and tinme keyboards:
Tap the area you want to place the cursor to begin witing. As you
type, the characters will appear where the cursor is blinking.

e On the correction keyboard:
The characters you type will replace what you doubl e-t apped.

e On the Personal Word List keyboard:
Thi s keyboard allows you to nodify your Personal word list to help Newton
understand you better. Wite a word and tap Add, or tap a word in the
list and tap Renove
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
