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How does Newton's Undo function work?
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You can Undo your |ast two actions if you were witing any itemor perforning
a function, such as Delete or Duplicate. You cannot Undo nore than your | ast
two actions.

If you tap the Undo button once, you reverse the last action you made.
Tapping twice will reverse the last two actions. [|f Newton cannot Undo your
action, you will have to cut and paste or otherw se re-enter your data to
restore or correct it.

Newt on will notify you when you attenpt to Undo sonething that cannot be
undone. Some exanples are:

 You cannot use Undo to close froman application you have opened. |f you
accidentally open an application, you nust hit the X button in the
| ower-1left corner or the screen

* You cannot use Undo to close a wi ndow that Newt on has opened for you if you
change your mi nd.

* You al so cannot Undo to undo a Restore.
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
