e Only use the pen that was included with the Newton or other plastic-tipped
pens designed for use with touch-sensitive screens, on the Newon's
t ouchpad.

e Only clean the touchpad with a clean, soft, dry cloth. A chanpis cloth
wor ks wel | .

« Do NOT use any sol vent or cleaner on your Newton's touchpad!
e Clean your Newton's touchpad and pen often
e Cover the touchpad when you're not using it to avoid the buil dup of dust.

« If the touchpad has been exposed to dust for any length of time, clean it
and your pen before writing.

e If, while witing, you discover that the pen seens to 'feel' different,
| MVEDI ATELY stop witing and cl ean both the touchpad and the pen. Debris on
ei t her device can cause the pen to 'feel' different when witing and scratch
t he t ouchpad.
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
