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VWhat are sone of the caveats when using the built in DataViz translators that
are included with the Newton Connection for Macintosh version 2.0?
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Here are sone tips to keep in mnd when using the transl ators:

« If you are exporting froma Newton application that contains fields not
present in the designated supported Macintosh application, information in the
fields not supported by the Macintosh application will not be exported. For
exanpl e, in Newton Connection, nane file entries have a field for the e-nail
address. Dynodex 3.0 does not have a field for the e-nail address. Therefore,
if you export a nane entry to a Dynodex file, the e-mail address will not be
export ed.

Also, if you are inporting information froma Maci ntosh application that
contains fields not present in the correspondi ng Newton application, data from
the unsupported fields will not be inported.

« Newt on graphics and ink can be exported as PICT graphics from Newt on
Connection using the built in DataViz translators. However, PICT graphics in
Maci nt osh applications can not be inported as Newton graphics and ink. Only the
Newt on Connection Format supports inmport of graphics into Newton Connection
However, future third party Macintosh applications mght support this fornat.

« Sone translators will break repeating neetings and repeating day notes into
i ndi vi dual rmneetings and day notes. For exanple, if you export one yearly
repeating neeting from Newton Connection into ACT! 1.1, the Newton repeating
neeting will be translated into 10 non-repeati ng neetings which occur once a
year for 10 years.
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
