Evidently, the Newton Connection Kit is not just searching for the highest
nunbered fol der. Are these older files actually being changed? | thought they
were safe. Does the Newton Connection search the whole hard drive? Wy does
t hi s happen anyway?

The Newt on Connection will only search through folders that recide within its
folder. It |looks for folders whose nane contains the user nane in the
MessagePad. It will not search the whole hard drive or ask the user to | ocate
the sync file. If the folder is noved or renaned, NCK will create a new one.

VWhen the Newton Connection finds a fol der whose nane contains the user nane, it
opens the "user name's Newton" file. This is done to conmpare the |ID nunber
stored in the file to ID nunber in the MessagePad. This changes the nodification
date of the file. If the nunbers are the sane, NCK uses this file.

Newt on Connection continues the above process until it has found the correct
synchroni zation file or runs out of folders. If it can not find the correct sync
file, it creates a new folder and sync files.

The only files where the nodification dates are the sane are the Newton files.
The archive, backup and card files are not touched so their nodification dates
are different and can be used to find the latest sync files.

Anot her way to find the nost current sync files is to check the creation date on

the folder. The nost recently created fol der has the npst recent creation date.
The fol der should al so have the hi ghest "user nane x's" nunber.
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
