You need Modenknabler 1.0 and a nbdem setup package in order to use a non-Apple
nodem wi t h your MessagePad. Mddentnabler 1.0 and several nobdem setup packages
are available in this folder. MdentEnabler 1.0 allows you to change nodem
settings on your MessagePad. A nodem setup is a package that enables a
MessagePad to configure and operate non-Apple nodens. Each nodem has its own
nodem set up package, which is typically provided by the nmodem nanuf acturer.

This Read Me docunent expl ains what you need to do before installing
ModenEnabl er 1.0 and nodem setup packages, what to do to install them and how
to work with themafter they are installed.

NOTE: Modentnabler 1.0 is not recommended for use with the MessagePad 100 or
the original MessagePad as nbdem and application conpatability may vary.

« If you have a MessagePad 110, you nust have the | atest system software
installed on your MessagePad--Newton System Update 1.3 (345025)--in order for
nodem set up packages to work properly. To check to see if your MessagePad has
the correct version of software, tap Extras to open the Extras Drawer, then tap
Prefs.
