The Appl eLi nk-BI TNET mail relay nakes it possible to send mail froma user on
BI TNET to a user on ApplelLink, and vice versa.

(1 MPORTANT NOTE: Anyone may use the nail relay, as long as they adhere to the
Bl TNET policy that all nessages sent via BITNET are to be non-comercial and in
direct support of academ c research. In addition, all users of the mail relay
shoul d read the end-user agreenent.)

Here's how to send nail between Appl eLi nk and BI TNET.

Sending to BI TNET from Appl eLi nk

1) In the "TO" or "CC' field, enter the Bl TNET address followed by @ nternet#.
Mul tiple BI TNET addresses nay be entered in either field and they may be
interm xed with Appl eLi nk addresses.

So it looks like this:

TO john.rl b@tanford. bitnet @nternet#, smthl2,
joan@rit.bitnet@nternet#
SUBJECT: Subj ect of nmessage up to 32 characters

Sendi ng to Appl eLink from Bl TNET

1) In the "TO" field, enter the AppleLink address: USERI D@ppl eLi nk. APPLE. COM

So it looks like this:
