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The only CD-ROVs accessible by the Appl eCD SC are those that conformto one of
its recognized standards. The avail able AppleCD SC drivers allow the Macintosh
to read CD-ROME in these formats:

Mac286 can read any of these formats, but only as Macintosh files since that is
the way the drivers present the files to the Macintosh OS. DGCS drivers, which
expect a CD-ROM drive attached to a card in a slot, have no way of

conmuni cating with the Appl eCD SC and cannot read the CD- ROVs.

We recomrend that you contact the CD-ROM vendor to see if they have versions
avai l abl e in one of the above formats. This would allow you to access the
files directly w thout using Mac286 as a fix.

Al though sone m nor changes were made to High Sierra during
the 1 SO standardi zi ng process, Apple's driver will enable you to read CD- ROM
di scs pressed in either format.
