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Cccasionally when CD titles are not recogni zed by an Appl eCD pl ayer, users are
advised to nmove the following files fromthe extensions folder to the root |evel
of the system fol der:

* Appl e Photo Access
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For anyone not famliar with it, Foreign File Access is a system extensi on which
al l ows Appl eCD drives to read non-Macintosh CD formats. The other files let
Foreign File Access know how to handl e each of those CD formats.

Prior to System7 these files were stored at the root |evel of the system
folder. That is where Foreign File Access expected to be and to find its
supporting access files. Using System?7, sonme or all of these files may have
been located in the extensions folder. At the tine, Foreign File Access wasn't
aware of the extensions folder and didn't know to look for its files there.
Movi ng these files back to the root |evel of the systemfol der caused Foreign
File Access to function nornmally. The operation of Foreign File Access shoul d
not have affected the use of Maci ntosh CD-ROVE in any way.

CD-ROM Setup 4.0 or later has a version of Foreign File Access which is fully
conpatible with System 7 and will work fromw thin the extensions folder
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
