Here are two alternate ways to bootstrap the CD drive into operation. Wile the
machi ne is booted up fromthe CD ROM Setup CD:

Method 1 - Use HDSC Setup to nount the hard drive.

The internal hard drive should be seen by this utility. Cick the internal hard
drive to highlight it. Cick Update.

When the update operation is conplete, the internal hard drive will be nounted
on the desktop. After quitting fromHD SC Setup, resune by running the CD ROM
installer fromthe CD-ROM Setup D sk.

A floppy disk with a third party nounting utility, such as SCSIProbe, may al so
be used to nmount the internal drive on the Desktop, in order to use the
installer.

The CD-ROM Setup CD can be inserted after starting up fromthe hard drive and
the CD volune will nount on the Desktop.

Run the Installer fromthe CD-ROM Setup volune to finish installing all files
fromthe CD-ROM Setup vol une.

When the Installer is done, it will present an "lInstallation Conplete" dialog
with a Restart button. After restarting, your cpu will have full support for the
Appl eCD 600e.
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
