I nsi de the Appl eCol or Monitor 100 on the main PC board, al nost directly
under the neck of the CRT, there is a slide switch |abeled "16 color/8
color”. To nake the AppleColor Mnitor 100 work with the Apple I1GS,
set the switch to the 8 color position, and use the cable provided with
the Color Mnitor 100 (svc part # 590-0194-A) to connect it to the the
Apple 11 GS. This configuration makes all col ors avail abl e.
