e The Sound control panel controls your conputer's sound. The Appl eVision
Setup control panel controls the display's sound. Wen you nmake changes to
sound i nput and output sources, be sure to use the appropriate control panel



« If you're using systemsoftware earlier than version 7.5, your conputer nay
have a long restart time. To inprove restart time, change the nane of the
Appl eVi si on systemextension so it installs after QuickTine. (Pick a nane that
appears al phabetically after "QuickTinme.")

 Whenever you change from an Appl eVision display on your conputer to a
snal | -screen, fixed-resolution display (14" or less), set the resolution on the
Appl eVi sion display to 640x480 before switching off your conputer and

di sconnecting the display. This will prevent scranbl ed video during the boot
process on the small-screen display.

* If you use the AppleVision display with a Macintosh Quadra 630, Macintosh LC
630, Perfornma 630, or Power Macintosh 6200 conputer, make sure you specify the
correct sound input source in the Sound control panel. Choose Line In, not
