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Apple is aware of this issue and sone wor karounds have been devel oped to address
it. Try one of the follow ng workarounds to prevent the icons fromrearrangi ng
on your desktop:

e Create a new enpty folder in the Shutdown Itens folder (in the System Fol der).
Wien the conmputer is shutdown, the folder will open. At startup the Finder wll
try to rearrange the contents of the enpty folder, not the icons on the

deskt op. *

* Leave a Finder w ndow open before restarting or shutting down. The icons in
that wi ndow wi Il be rearranged, instead of the ones on the desktop.*

e Use a sense code adapter. Doing this would force the Maci ntosh conputer to
recogni ze the AppleVision 1710AV display as a nonitor with only one avail abl e
resol uti on. For exanple, an adapter could be used to make the conmputer believe
that the AppleVision 1710AV display was a 21-inch RGB displ ay.
