When ot her peripheral devices use power fromthe ADB line, this may cause the
video image to becone slightly blurred when in the higest resolution (1024x768),
however | ess dense formats di splay properly.

If you renmove the devices using power fromthe ADB |line, the imge should return
to normal. In order to use the ADB devices, you should use an alternate power
source, or a differnt system configuration selected to avoid the |oss of
sharpness at high pixel density formats.

O her Apple Multiple Scan Displays do not use ADB in this way, and are
unaffected by added ADB peri pheral s.
