Accel eration for frame buffers other than the one resident on the Macintosh
Di splay Card 8+24 GC woul d not be as dramatic because of the greater anount of
NuBus traffic required.

Only one Macintosh Display Card 8+24 GC may be used for graphics acceleration in
a system |If two cards are present, one nust have its acceleration function
di sabl ed.
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
