The differences between the Maci ntosh Col or Display, ML198LL /A and /B
nmonitors are that the /B nonitor contains additional circuitry so that the
nonitor is Energy Star conpliant, which is a voluntary internationa
agreenment that was signed in June 1993. This agreenent focuses on naking
el ectroni ¢ equi prent nore energy efficient.

Despite the circuitry difference, the nonitor specifications and perfornance
is identical to the /A version. They use the exact sane ciruitry that produces
the video signal and they use the sane CRT.

These design changes are not unusual. It is Apple's policy to not only
manuf acture monitors with the |latest technol ogy, but to al so make
design i nprovenents throughout the life of the product.
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
