If the resolution options do not appear in the Mnitors control panel, first try
to reset the nmonitor settings using the controls on the front of the nonitor. To
reset all picture controls on the nmonitor, follow this step

- Wiile holding dowmn the Control button on the nonitor, press the Reset button
using the tip of a pen.*

Sonetimes the nonitor provides the wong 'sense' signal to the conputer causing
the Monitors control panel to think that the Miltiple Scan Display is not
capabl e of different resolutions. Resetting the nonitor should fix the probl em

The resolution settings are stored in RAM and created when the Macintosh starts
up based on what the conputer senses fromthe nmonitor. The current resol ution
setting selected in the Minitors Control panel is stored in the SystemFile
