When you di splay nore white areas on your nonitor, this draws nore current
causes the screen raster to nove slightly. The same size display at a higher
price point contains higher cost circuitry that conpensates for the raster
novenent .

When using MacTest Pro test patterns (all white screen), the various Apple
Di splays all have different |evels of raster novenent, or high voltage
regulation. This is nornmal on all displays, regardl ess of manufacturer.
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
