A nunber of schools have brought this up as an issue. |Is there a
difference if we use the S-video output?
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It sounds as though you are using the nonitor in the overscan node. This is
exactly how a television set operates--a portion of the video display is
off the screen. This is not a problemwhen watching television but it is a
serious inconveni ence when using a NTSC receiver (TV) as an output to a
conputer generated signal. The solution is to operate the TV in the
underscan node. To do this you nmust open the nmonitor control panel and
select the |l ower resolution (512 x 384) via the options button. This is
t he underscan node and will allow you to see the entire raster when you
"switch" to the TV.

Using the S-video output fromthe conputer to drive an S-video

conpati ble nmonitor will provide a slightly inproved signal. However, the
i mproved perfornmance is very subtle and may not even be discernible under
certain displays.
