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The terns stripe pitch and dot pitch are both associated with CRT pixels. In
today' s marketpl ace, a CRT pixel can take the physical formof a dot
(conventional nmethod) or a stripe (as in the case of Trinitron CRTS).

Inits dot form a single pixel is three dots consisting of one red, one green
and one bl ue phosphor dot and is usually positioned in a triangular fashion. In
the case of a stripe pixel, you have three snmall phosphor stripes (R G and B)
that are positioned vertically and are set side by side.

The term"pitch" refers to the distance between pixels. Therefore, the
reference when referring to Trinitron CRTs is to list the stripe pitch and in
conventional CRTs the termis dot pitch
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
