I want to use the Sony Miulti Scan CPD- 1304 nonitor with the new Di splay Card
8/24GC. WII this work?
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If the CPD- 1304 nonitor works with the Maci ntosh Hi gh-Resol ution Video Card
(the current 8-bit display card), there won't be any problemw th the Display
Card 8/24CC signals driving the Sony CPD-1304. (W have not been able to
verify that the CPD 1304 nonitor works with the Mcintosh Hi gh-Resol ution Video
Card, but we do know that Sony's CPD 1302 nonitor works with that card.)
However, you will need to use a different cable to connect the two devices
because the cards have different connectors.

An issue with regard to the cable concerns the sense pins, which tell the card
what type of nonitor is attached. For the Sony CPD 1302 nonitor, the sense

pi ns shoul d be configured as below, where 0 = Gound and 1 = Not Ground. To
ground a sense pin, tie it to the C&/SYNC. G\D si gnal .
