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VWhy do some Apple color nonitors have a thin l[ine or Iines across the screen?
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When you display a white or |ight background on sone Apple col or displays, you
may notice a thin gray horizontal line or Iines across the screen. These thin
lines are supporting or stabilizing wires inside the CRT and are part of Sony’s
Trinitron CRT technol ogy. These Apple displays include a Sony Trinitron CRT:

Sony Trinitron CRTs have a specially constructed aperture grill which inproves
the CRT' s convergence and produces a sharp and cl ear inmage. The aperture gril
is agrid of vertical wires located just behind the CRT screen. These CRTs
require a horizontal stabilizing wire or wires to hel p support the aperture
grill. The supporting wires, which are thinner than a human hair, stabilize the
aperture grill agai nst shocks.

The Maci ntosh 13-inch H -Res RGB Mnitor and 14-inch Maci ntosh Col or Displ ay
have a single support wire across the bottomthird of the display. The Macintosh
16-inch Color Display and the Miultiple Scan 17 and 20 Di spl ays have two support
wires visible across the top and bottomthirds of the screen.

Note that these are not screen defects. Their presence cannot be adjusted out or
elimnated by repairing or replacing nmodules in the display.
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
