The expansi on chassis
can house 8 cards. Second Wave infornms us that video cards used in their
expansi on chassis must have 32-bit clean drivers. Video cards that are

24-bit will not work in the expansion chassis (but will in the Mcintosh).

Second Wave's chassis is able to provide 130 watts and additi onal chassis'
cannot be daisy chained off of the first chassis. They recommend you
request, at no additional charge, the highest volume fan they distribute in
their chassis for this application

Appl e has tested the connection of 6 nonitors to a Maci ntosh and Second
Wave has tested 13. It will vary from Maci ntosh-to-Macintosh slightly as
the menory map and ot her managers varies sonewhat. If you are able to
connect a greater quantity of nobnitors to a Maci ntosh, please |et us know.
