It is possible for nore than one conputer (Macintosh SE, Macintosh |1, or
Apple 11 GS) to share an ADB keyboard and the nouse attached to it. Switch
the data | eads only, not the power switch on the keyboard.

Only one keyboard is hooked up at a tine; at power-up, each is assigned the
default ADB address of 2. This default gets assigned all the time (unless the
software specifies otherwise) and so they all have the same address. Thus,
when the conputer addresses the keyboard at address 2, whichever keyboard is
attached will respond.

The switching should take place when there's no activity, so as not to |ose
or confuse data

Renenmber: don't change the default address with software.
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
