Some Macintosh models have two ADB (Apple Desktop Bus) ports, so you can
either:

• Plug the keyboard and the mouse directly into the computer, or

• Plug the mouse into the keyboard and then the keyboard into the computer.
  (You can plug the keyboard into either port.)
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
