However, you nust use a genuine high-density disk to translate data
fromMs-DOS to Maci ntosh GOS using the Apple SuperDrive Apple File Exchange

The SuperDrive | ooks for the additional "bonus hole" in the upper |eft-hand
corner of the disk. If the hole is not there, the drive will not recognize
the M5-DOS disk as a high-density disk.

A high-density di sk can be recogni zed by the additional hole as well as the
letters HD on the disk.
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
