If, for instance, you had a failing hard disk that could be formatted to
78MB, did a mirror-inmge backup, had the drive replaced with one that could
be formatted to only 76MB, you wouldn't be able to restore your work.

Appl e nodified HD Setup so that it formats each series of drive we sell to
a like-total formatted size for that series, regardl ess of vendor. In the

case of the nomnally 80MB drive, 76MB is the | owest comon denoni nator of
all vendors that we use

You may be able to reclaimsonme of the unused 4MB by using a third-party
initialization application, but this is not guaranteed nor supported by
Appl e.
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
