Mac |l or Mac SE with 40MB Internal Drive

The internal 40MB drive itself is automatically term nated. Wen connecting
external SCSI devices, you need a terminator at the end of the chain.

- Mac II/SE + internal 40MB
no term nator necessary

- Mac II/SE + internal 40MB + external SCSI
term nator at external SCSI

- Mac II/SE + internal 40MB + external SCSI ... external SCSI
term nator at end of chain

Mac Il or Mac SE wi thout 40MB Internal Drive

There nmust be at | east one term nator between the Mac |1/SE and the first
SCSI device, and one nore at the end of the line if there is nore than one
SCSI| devi ce.

- Mac 11/ SE + external SCSI
term nator at external SCSI

- Mac II/SE + external SCSI ... external SCSI
term nator at begi nning and end of chain
