DISCUSSION ------------------------------------------------------

The Macintosh Plus, Macintosh Portable, and Macintosh PowerBooks do not provide
SCSI termination power.  All other Macintosh computers provide internal
termination power with the exception of the Macintosh 630 family as they utilize
an IDE style hard drive.
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
