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The head positioning servo in the 230 MB drive maintains the heads over the
desired track during the read/wite operations. Fine tuning the position
of the heads to compensate for changes in the thermal environment of the
drive is a "designed in feature" of the 230 MB di sk assenbly, and is called
"thermal recalibration”

When thernmal conditions in the drive change, the servo system conpensates
for thermally induced di nensi onal changes, and keeps the heads properly
positioned. At power on and at other predeterm ned tinmes, and whenever an
internal thernistor senses tenperature changes greater than a specified
anmount, servo position information pre-witten on the inner (1D) and outer
(OD) tracks of the drive is sanpled and used to provide correction to the
| ocation of the read/wite heads relative to the optical encoder; this
ensures that they are properly positioned over the nagnetic recording
surface during data transfer operations. This capability enhances the
drives ability to accurately read and wite data over it's specified
operating environnent.
