Compatibility Testing

The Appl eFax Mbdem confornms to the published COTT Goup 3 facsinile
standard. Al facsinile devices should conformto this standard to
ensure conplete conpatibility with other facsimle devices. Apple has
tested AppleFax with over 40 G oup 3 facsimle machines fromthe major



manufacturers. Wile no significant problens remai ned during testing,
Appl e doesn't guarantee that Appl eFax al ways works with every Fax
machi ne due to phone |Iine and equi pnent variations.

Appl eFax Functionality

The product mnust interact with the Maci ntosh system applications
software, and the public phone system each of which can affect its
performance and reliability. Sonme things to keep in mind regarding
t he Appl eFax:

 AppleFax isn't intended to replace freestanding facsinile
machi nes. |If your work demands numerous Fax messages continually
received, or if you nust send a |large nunmber of handwitten
docunments, a Fax machine will work best. However, for Macintosh
owners, AppleFax can be a terrific conplenment to their Fax machi ne.

* The Appl eFax product is at its best when used as a Fax creation and
transm ssion station. The inmage quality of an Appl eFax docunent is
much better than nost other forns of Fax transm ssion

* Appl eFax provi des convenience in automatically sending a docunment to
mul tiple destinations or automatically sendi ng docunments while
unattended (for exanple, at night, when phone rates are |east
expensive). Mst Fax machi nes are incapable of unattended docunent
transm ssion.
